MRC SUPREMO – a Phase III randomised trial to assess the role of adjuvant chest wall irradiation in intermediate risk breast cancer after mastectomy.

Recruitment throughout 2011 has been very strong with an average of 30 patients being randomised per month.  The SUPREMO team would therefore like to thank each site for their continued hard work and support to the trial.

Tissue Block Collection
Out of the 1235 patients recruited to date 972 have consented to donate tissue for Trans-Supremo. The lab in Edinburgh has received 800 of these samples to date.
